Contents:  1 – Driver side main plate  
  1 – Passenger side main plate 
  2 – Upper bearing retainers (triangular plate without threaded holes) 
  2 – Lower bearing retainers (triangular plate with threaded holes) 
  2 – Nut plates   6 – Aluminum plate spacers 
  2 – Long strut spacers  2 – Short strut spacers 
  6 – 12x50mm plate bolts  6 – 3/8 x 1 ¼ bolts 
  2 – Spherical bearings  6 – 12mm flat washers 
Installation: 
 
1) Raise front of car with a jack, and support with jack stands. 
 
2) Remove front wheels and disconnect the sway bar end links. 
 
3) Place a jack under one of the lower control arms, and raise it enough to release tension on the strut. 
 
4) Remove the upper strut mounting nut as well as the strut mount plate retaining bolts. Remove the upper strut mounting bushing. 
It can be reused as a jounce bumper on the strut shaft is required. 
 
5) Lower the jack to allow the strut to drop beneath the tower. Use a pair of diagonal cutter to remove the clamp holding the OEM 
dust boot to the OEM strut mount (from inside the wheel well). Use a utility knife to cut the dust boot going length-wise and then 
remove the boot.  
 
6) Jack up the control arm until the strut shaft is about 2 inches through the tower hole. Slide the OEM upper strut bushing (tapered 
side down) and use it for a jounce bumper.  
 
7) Two different length strut spacer sleeves are included to optimize strut travel for most applications. The spacers should be 
positioned so that the strut is close to being centered in its travel. This can be checked by measuring the compressed and extended 
lengths of the strut and comparing this average to the position the strut is at ride height. For most lowering spring applications, the 
short spacer sleeve should be placed at the bottom of the bearing with the long sleeve on top. Remember to check for adequate 
hood clearance when the installation is finished. 

8) Install the Racecraft Inc Caster Camber Plate assembly on the correct strut tower as shown below. Install the long spacer sleeve 
onto the strut shaft and replace and tighten the strut nut. Make sure that spacer sleeves are inserted properly into the spherical 
bearing bore.  

9) Adjust the jack height so that the main plate is about 1/2” above the strut tower. Install the three 12x50mm bolts with flat washers 
through the main plates, main plate spacers (1/2”), strut towers, and into the nut plate (held from beneath the strut tower).  

10) Once the three bolts have been started, move the plates throughout their full range of adjustment to check for tight spots. If tight 
spots do exist, remove the plates and open up the strut tower slots with a file or die grinder.  

11) Position the strut bearing into a neutral alignment position and tighten all hardware securely. Then reconnect the sway bar end 
links and re-install the front wheels. DO NOT DRIVE VEHICLE WITHOUT AN ALIGNMENT.
